 Town Administrator’s Report
The Administrator presented to the Board a copy of the draft Route 17 Corridor Study that was put together by the Midcoast Regional Planning Commission and two representatives from every town along Route 17 from Washington to Rockland. Andy Rowe served as Hope’s representative. The Board will invite Eric Galant from MCRPC to answer any questions the Board may have on the draft plan and receive comment.

There have been a handful of comments regarding the need for roadside mowing and the Selectmen asked the Administrator to put an ad in the newspaper asking for bids to be opened at the next Selectmen’s meeting.

Fire Station Project
The Town Administrator explained for the Board the roadblocks that stood in the way of receiving Planning Board approval one week earlier. Most notably there is a question as to the ownership of a lot that originally housed the old school house for this area of Hope. A boundary survey is currently underway and we expect the survey to be complete in time for the next Planning Board meeting on July 15th.

Fire Station Project Clerk of the Works
The Town Administrator handed to the Board a proposed Clerk of the Works job description for the project at hand. While the description has a great deal of detail, the Administrator did not see this job requiring any more than an hour a day or so. The Board asked the Administrator to circulate this description to those who have expressed interest in the position for their comment.

Land Use Fees
The Town Administrator presented a new land use fee schedule to the Board for their review. The Planning Board has already reviewed this fee schedule, made comment, and their thoughts have been taken into consideration of this fee schedule.
